COLLECTIONS

The New Jersey Museum of Agriculture’s colledion of artifacts provide
the toadls through which the staff can communicae New Jersey’srolein
the growth and development of agriculture and itsimpad to society over
time. The mlledions are the basis of the Museum’s successful educa-
tional programs and weekend events. The wlledion consists of 30,354
objeds from asparagus bunchers to weaving looms and the achival col-
ledion contains 28,000 negatives and prints, and 36000 baks and
Mmanuscripts.

In 2001, the Museum receved 160items of historicd significancefrom
22 individuals. Some of the atifads aouired include ariding field culti-
vator, awalking crop duster, and a hand-powered plant duster, and a
variety of ealy hand todls. The Museum aayuired arare cord wood at-
tachment for the power take-off of a 9N Ford-Ferguson trador, a pull ey
system for that trador, a 1952New Jersey license plate, atire tube
clamp and an ealy twentieth century “ Standard Oil” advertising sign.
An ealy butter print of awheat sheave, atwo-burner BossU-2 kerosene

stove (hot plate), a stainless milk can stirrer, adraw knife, and alarge
ealy L.S. Avery’'s Sons New York scrapple amoker were generously
donated to the Museum’ s Household Coll edion. Added to the Poultry
Colledion were a“Flemington Egg Auction” crate, a poultry fountain,
and “Pullman” chick cartons.

EXHIBITIONS

Theyea 2001 oned with the mntinuation of the wonderful exhibit,
“Gadgets, Gizmos, and Geas: Curiosities From the Colledion,” which
closed May 12, 2001. The nationally touring exhibit of 36 prints, “The
Story of HarnessRadng by Currier and Ives,” opened on June 2, 200L.
Historicd objeds asociated with harnessradng were included in the
display. An antique sulky was on display and a ontemporary sulky was
available for children to climb aboard and pretend to be harnessraces.
At the yea’send, the Colledions gaff was working on the mmpletion
of the, “Let’sBuild aBarn: Simple Madhinesin Farming,” which
opened on January 25, 2002.




The Museum’ s educational programisthe enterpieceof itsinterpre-
tive mission. Approximately 10,000 chil dren were entertained and edu-
caed through schod programs, camps, birthday parties, and weekend
events.

The Museum educates a wide range of elementary, secondary, and
spedal nedls children of diff erent economic and socia badkgrounds.
Programs offered in the 2001include All About Milk, All About Wodl,
Let'sMed the Sheegy, Farm Chores, Lenape Living Off the Land, All
About Whed, Little Red Hen, and Pig Tales. These programs offered a
variety of science, social, and historica information that are direaly
related to agriculture in New Jersey.

Camp programs brought crafts, games, cooking, story telling, horse-
badk riding, and alot of giggling to the Museum. The summer’sthree
theme ampsinclude A Day at the Barn, Horseplay, and Farm Fun
Camp. Winter Camp 2001was held for two days and included arts and
crafts, cooking, spinning, simple machines, and rope making.

Weekend Events continued to provide grea family funin 2001 The
Museum'’s educdtion padked eventsincluded Wil dlife Saturday, Maple

Sugaring, Dairy Day, Barnyard Buddes, Sheep to Shawl, Earth
Day, Ag Field Day, Fine Feahered Friends, All Abou
Horses, Honey Harvest, Scavenger Hunt, Jersey Fresh Fest,
Discover Farm Animals, Fall Festival, On the Lenape Trail,
Swed Cider Celebration, and Winter Family Festival. At-
tendance & Weekend events averaged 200 reople per
event.
