Museum’s mission and focus with the goal of attracting more visitors
and expanding financial suppo rt. Initial discussions focused on
sectors of the food industry such as processing, distribution, and
retail. We have an obligation to those who found ed the Museum, our
staff and our members, to consider changes that will insure the future
viability of this great Museum.

COLLECTIONS AND EXHIBITIONS

The Collections and Archival departments have worked
diligently throughout 2002 to acquire many artifacts, tools,
photographs, and books. With over 8,000 pieces in the
Wabun C. Krueger Collection of Agricultural, Household, and
Scientific Artifacts, and almost 30,000 pieces in our Archives,
the Museum's collection continues to grow.

In January of 2002, the Museum opened "Let's Build a Barn:
Simple Machines in Farming." Featuring six interactive
learning stations, each station demonstrated simple machines
that make work easier through mechanical advantage. The
six stations included the wheel and axle, wedge, incline plane,
pulley, lever, and screw. Working with members from the
New Jersey chapter of the National Kids Construction Club,
the Museum created a display that featured hands-on activity
stations, artifacts, and an interactive barn building experience
for visitors of all ages. The idea for this exhibition originated
from Museum staff in response to the new direction in
exhibition programming that provides visitors with more
interactive experiences relating to agriculture.

"Barnscapes: The Changing Face of Agriculture in New
Jersey" opened in August of 2002. The exhibit was
comprised of 42 poignant and thought provoking images of
New Jersey barns and farmlands. These photographs are
courtesy of noted New Jersey landscape photographer,
Louise Rosskam.

Spring of 2002, marked the unveiling of the redesigned
observation beehive located in the Jersey Fresh Wing on the
second floor. Behind the glass panels you will find thousands
of bees that help pollinate area crops and gardens.




EDUCATION, CAMPS, AND WEEKEND EVENTS

Attendance for school programs has continued to increase in
2002, with thousands of students and teachers experiencing
the popular interactive programs that the Museum offers. The
programs offered included: Lenape Indians, All About Milk, All
About Wool, Let's Meet the Sheep, Farm Chores Tour, and All
About Wheat. In addition, the Museum ran a "Simple Ma-
chines" program that coincided with the "Let's Build a Barn:
Simple Machines in Farming" exhibit.

The Summer Camp programs at the Museum expanded from
three to four weeks in 2002 with two new camps. "Indiana
Kids Camp", which was held under the direction of Andrew
Jacobson, Director of Collections, introduced campers to the
wonderful world of archeology. "Lenape Camp" included a
survival skills demonstration and workshop with instructors

from the Children of the Earth Foundation. From bow drill
practice to mud camouflage, campers delighted in all that
camp had to offer. In addition, "Farm Fun Camp" and "All
About Horses Camp" was attended in record numbers.

The Museum's weekend events for families continued to be
well received in 2002. From sampling syrup at "Maple Sugar-
ing" in February to meeting the farm animals on "Barnyard
Buddies" in September, attendance to weekend events nearly
doubled over the attendance numbers in 2001.




MEMBERSHIP AND SUPPORT

Membership participation is vital to every aspect of the
Museum’s operation. In addition, the efforts of the Museum’s
dedicated volunteers make it possible to carry out the educa-
tional programs, weekend events, and the Plant and Land-
scape Auction.

Volunteers donated hundreds of hours to help carry the
Museum’s mission. The staff of the Museum and members of
the Board of Trustees would like to thank the membership and
volunteers who gave so generously.

Many individuals and organizations have donated funds to
help the Museum fulfill its mission. It would be impossible to
continue without these thoughtful contributions. We would
like to thank all who contributed cash and in-kind donations in
2002.

Grants were awarded from the Jersey Fresh program through
the New Jersey Department of Agriculture and from the New
Jersey Historical Commission, a division of Cultural Affairs in
the Department of State.
