I am pleased to present the 2005 Annual Report of the New Jersey Museum of Agriculture.   Much was 
accomplished in 2005 through the work of the trustees and dedicated staff and volunteers.    
 
The year’s accomplishments include: 
 
· 18,000 visitors, with over 12,000 of our visitors being school aged children; 
· The “Whole Grains” exhibit designed and implemented by the staff and curators opened in the 

Bristol-Myers Squibb Exhibit Hall in February 2005; 
· The continuation of the Jersey Fresh Garden, supported in part by the Jersey Fresh Grant; 
· Weekend events continued to grow.  Popular events include Barnyard Buddies, Jersey Fresh Fall 

Festival, Dairy Day, National Ice Cream Day, and Dog Days; 
· The 13th Annual Plant and Landscape Auction was held in May bringing in over $19,000; 
· The staff developed a new educational program called the Outreach Education Program.  This 

program was designed to bring our highly recognized school programs to the schools that are unable 
to come to the Museum because of time or travel restrictions.  Developing the program was made 
possible by funding from the New Jersey Farm Bureau;  

· A new Museum sign was installed which allows announcement changes for the Bristol-Myers Squibb 
Exhibit Hall; 

· As part of the Strategic Planning process, the Museum was able to secure funding through the New 
Jersey Department of Agriculture for a Development Director for the 2006 and 2007 years.  

 
On behalf of the Board of Trustees, I would like to thank the organizations and individual members who 
have given the Museum their financial support. The membership, the Farm Bureau, the Granges, several 
foundations and corporations all make it possible to continue the operations of the Museum. We would 
like to thank Former Governor James McGreevey and Former Acting Governor Richard Codey, and the 
leadership of members of the New Jersey Senate and General Assembly, who have provided significant 
monetary support to the Museum, as well as the New Jersey Department of Agriculture and Cook 
College.  Rutgers University has provided the Museum with valuable non-financial support.  
 
The trustees and staff, and volunteers of the New Jersey Museum of Agriculture remain dedicated to the 
mission of communicating the vital relationship of agriculture to food and fiber, science, and technology, 
the environment and everyday life through exhibits and educational programs connecting the past, 
present, and future.

COLLECTIONS AND EXHIBITIONS 
 
The Collections and Archival departments have worked diligently 
throughout 2005 to acquire many artifacts, tools, photographs, and 
books.  Our volunteer curators, George Coyne with archives and Coles 
Roberts in collections, have kept the Collections and Archival depart-
ments going strong.  With over 8,000 pieces in the Wabun C. Krueger 
Collection of Agricultural, Household, and Scientific Artifacts, and almost 
30,000 pieces in our Archives, the Museum's collection continues to 
grow.   
 

The 22nd Annual Dinner, A Jersey Fresh Evening, was held on September 24th, 2005.  The 2005 Martin 
Decker Volunteer of the Year Award was awarded to Peggie Leifeste and Russ Smith.  Mrs. Leifeste and  
Mr. Smith are dedicated volunteers who have an immense passion and respect for agriculture in general  
and have spent a tremendous amount of time and effort in making the Museum’s weekend events successful.   
A special presentation was made in honor of Charle Broy, a dedicated volunteer that worked closely with 
Coles Roberts in the early years of the Museum. 
 
In the beginning of 2005, the Museum Staff along with the Volunteer  
Curatorial Staff worked on the “Whole Grains” exhibit in the Bristol-Myers 
Squibb Exhibit Hall.  Showcasing several amazing pieces of whole grain 
artifacts and photographs from the collection, “Whole Grains” featured 
two hand painted murals of corn and wheat fields, painted by Johanna 
DeAngelo and Linda Smith. Inspired by the murals, the staff added  
artifacts such as an ancient tribulum, a barn thresher, grain forks,  
moisture testers, and corn planters.  There is an entire section dedicated 
to Grains Around the World and a section describing weights and  
measures used in agriculture. 
 
“Whole Grains” was on display in the Bristol-Myers Squibb Exhibit Hall throughout 2005. 
 

EDUCATION, CAMPS, AND WEEKEND EVENTS 
 

Attendance for school programs increased again in 2005, with over twelve thousand students and teachers 
experiencing the popular interactive programs that the Museum offers.  The programs offered included:   
Lenape Indians, All About Wool, Let's Meet the Sheep, Farm Chores Tour, Pig Tales, Little Red Hen,  
and All About Wheat.   
 
In addition to the school programs we hold at the Museum, we developed the Outreach Education Program  
to schools that are unable to visit the Museum due to time or travel restrictions.  This program was made  
possible in part by the New Jersey Farm Bureau. 
 
Summer Camp 2005 was the right mix of fun and learning, which is why our camps are strides ahead of     
the rest.  Held during the last three weeks of July, Summer Camp 2005 was a beehive of activity. Campers 
experienced field trips to Howell Living History Farm, Emery’s Berry Patch, Forest Resource Center, Free 

Spirit Farm, Circle A Riding Academy, and Cranbury Brook Farm.    
 
The Museum's weekend events for families continued to be  
well received in 2005. Highlights from the 2005 weekend  
events include the giant Turkey Hill Cow ® and ice cream for “Dairy 
Day” in March, members from the New Jersey Beekeepers Associa-
tion were on hand to discuss bees and beekeeping during “Honey 
Harvest” in August, and the artistic talents of John Shersick during 
“Winter Festival “held in December.
