I am pleased to present the 2006 Annual Report of the New Jersey Museum of Agriculture. The 2006
year witnessed the continuation of successful Museum programs and events, the advent of new program
initiatives and fund-raising efforts. We are thankful for the continued dedication of trustees, museum
staff, and volunteers.

The year's accomplishments include:

24,000 visitors, with over 10,000 of our visitors being school aged children;

The “Alternative Energy Sources” exhibit opened in the Bristol-Myers Squibb Exhibit Hall in April
2006;

The start of the "Paving the Way for Future Generations" Brick Fundraiser;

Weekend events continued to grow. Popular events include Maple Sugaring, Dairy Day, National Ice
Cream Day, Barnyard Buddies, and Jersey Fresh Fall Festival;

The 14" Annual Plant and Landscape Auction was held in May bringing in over $15,000;

The continued financial support of weekend programs, educational programs, and special events by
the Jersey Fresh grant;

The staff developed a new educational program called "Dear Dairy Diary", made possible by a grant
from the American Dairy Association and Dairy Council, Inc.

COLLECTIONS AND EXHIBITIONS

The Collections and Archival departments have worked diligently throughout 2006 to acquire many artifacts,
tools, photographs, and books. Our volunteer curators, George Coyne with archives and Coles Roberts in
collections, have kept the Collections and Archival departments going strong. With over 8,000 pieces in the
Wabun C. Krueger Collection of Agricultural, Household, and Scientific Artifacts, and almost 30,000 pieces
in our Archives, the Museum's collection continues to grow.

The 23rd Annual Dinner, A Jersey Fresh Evening, was held on October 14, 2006. During the awards
presentation, the 2006 Martin Decker Volunteer of the Year Award was presented to Mr. James Johnson

and Dr. Richard lInicki. Both Mr. Johnson and Dr. lInicki are dedicated trustees and volunteers who have
spent a tremendous amount of time and effort in making the annual Plant and Landscape Auction successful.
The President’s Award was presented to Mr. Bob Tucker and Mr. Finn Caspersen from CTW Foundation in
recognition of the foundations’ support of the Museum and it's educational programming.

In the beginning of 2006, the Museum Staff along with
the Volunteer Curatorial Staff worked on the “Cynthia”
exhibit in the hallway leading into the Bristol-Myers
Squibb Exhibit Hall. Showcasing several artifacts,
articles and photographs from the museum’s extensive
collection of the floating laboratory and research facility
that was commissioned by the Rutgers Cooperative
Extension.

The “Whole Grains” exhibit in the Bristol-Myers Squibb Exhibit Hall closed in March 2006 and several of the
creative elements from this exhibit have been incorporated throughout the Museum, most notably, two hand-
painted murals of corn and wheat fields that were painted by Johanna DeAngelo and Linda Smith. In April
2006, the “Alternative Energy Sources” exhibit opened in the Bristol-Myers Squibb Exhibit Hall. This exhibit
was made possible by the New Jersey Department of Agriculture’s Rural Resources grant.

EDUCATION, CAMPS, AND WEEKEND EVENTS

Over ten thousand students and teachers experienced the Museum’s popular interactive school programs in
2006. Program offerings included: Lenape Indians, All About Wool, Let's Meet the Sheep, Farm Chores
Tour, Pig Tales, Little Red Hen, and All About Wheat.

In 2006, the Museum Staff developed a new school program offering titled “Dear Dairy
Diary”. The development of this program was made possible by a grant from the Ameri-
can Dairy Association and Dairy Council, Inc.

Summer Camp 2006 was the right mix of fun and learning,
which is why our camps are strides ahead of the rest.

Held during the last three weeks of July, Summer Camp 2006
was a beehive of activity. Campers experienced field trips to
Popcorn Park Zoo, Forest Resource Center, Free Spirit
Farm, Circle A Riding Academy, and Cranbury Brook Farm.

The Museum's weekend events for families continued to be well received in 2006.
Highlights from the 2006 weekend events include a special guest appearance of
New Jersey’s Secretary of Agriculture, Charles Kuperus, at “Dairy Day” in March
and members from the New Jersey Beekeepers Association discussing bees and
beekeeping during “Honey Harvest” in August.




MEMBERSHIP AND SUPPORT

Membership participation is vital to every aspect of the Museum’s operation. 2006 saw an
increase of activity in Membership donations during the Summer Appeal and the Fall/Winter
“Share the Harvest” campaigns. In addition, the efforts of the Museum’s dedicated volunteers
made it possible to carry out the educational programs, weekend events, and the Plant and
Landscape Auction.

Volunteers donated hundreds of hours to help carry the Museum’s mission. The staff of the

Museum and members of the Board of Trustees would like to thank the membership and
volunteers who gave so generously.

Many individuals and organizations have donated funds to
help the Museum fulfill its mission. It would be impossible
to continue without these thoughtful contributions. We
would like to thank all who contributed cash and in-kind
donations in 2006.
